Branson is the “Live Music Capital of the World”, the No. 1 motor coach destination in the 
US. From the peaceful hills and waterways to the glitz and sparkle of the music shows, you 
will experience what cannot be found anywhere else in the world.

Nashville evokes images of rhinestone cowboys and sequined guitarists. It is the undisputed 
country music capital of the world.

Much of the Montana landscape that 
Lewis and Clark crossed remains unchanged.

Memphis is the home of the blues and the birthplace of Rock ‘n Roll. Visit Elvis Presley’s 
Graceland and world famous Beale Street, Home of the Blues.

Shreveport, Louisiana is steeped in Southern Style. Southern Hospitality and heritage run 
deep in the soul of this city. Riverboat casinos evoke the glamour and mystery of the past 
while providing modern travellers with thrills and excitement.

Galveston has more than 30 miles of beaches plus a wealth of cultural and historic 
institutions making this island a Gulf of Mexico hot spot.
